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With the passage of the landmark Green
Building Act in 2006, the District became the
first major city in the U.S. to require green
building certification for both the public and
private sectors. Per capita, the District leads
all cities in the U.S. in the number and square
footage of both LEED and ENERGY STAR
certified buildings and projects.
